@ Shida-Tei(Former Shida Residence)
(HISTORIC BUILDING)
Reconstructed in around 1855, this house
was used to make oil and Shoyu. It is a
registered national tangible cultural property.

@ Kyu Igarashi-Shikaiin(Former Igarshi Dental Office)(HISTORIC BUILDING)
This house, originally built in the late 1Sth century, was remodeled in 1914 to a
Western-style dentist’s office. It has a Western look on the outside. It is a
registered national tangible cultural property.

@ Hatago Izumiya Oyasumi-Dokoro (HISTORIC BUILDING)
This building was used as a guest house during the Edo period. They offer
weaving, dyeing, silver and clay craft D.LY. classes. The sign holder and the
handrail on the 2nd floor are original pieces. It is a registered national tangible
cultural property.
